The Blackboard Quest
Practical Assignment
Goal
· To learn how to use Blackboard as a managed learning environment and to introduce the Oremi creative space.

Learning outcomes
After completing this assignment you will be able to:

· Login to Blackboard, and access a Blackboard course site

· Navigate to course information and course documents

· Review course materials

· Take a blackboard mediated test
· Login in Oremi and subscribe to a community

ICT tools used
A web browser, the Blackboard Managed Learning Environment and Oremi Creative Space. To be able to access the module materials, you will need access to Microsoft Office or the equivalent.
Method
1. To begin, go to the LIS Blackboard Student pages (http://www.swan.ac.uk/lis/blackboard/students) and access the on-line Blackboard tutorial. Keep the tutorial open as you familiarise yourself with Blackboard.
2. Go to the Module Documents section of the EG-168 course site and open and review the on-line version of the lecture presentation

3. Go to the Introduction, environment and health & safety folder of My Documents and download and read the word documents (*.doc)  attached to the items Introduction and Environment and Health and Safety.
4. When you mark the presentation and each of these two documents as reviewed, a Blackboard quiz called the “Gatekeeper’s Challenge” will be revealed in the Introduction, environment and health & safety folder.
5. The Gatekeeper’s Challenge is the start of a Blackboard Quest that is designed to get you to actively explore the EG-168 site and therefore become familiar with the Blackboard system, a typical course site and Oremi.
6. If you successfully score a mark of 80% (24/30) on the Gatekeeper’s Challenge you will gain up to 4% of the marks for the module and in addition qualify for entry to the rest of the Quest which is called the Blackboard Treasure Hunt.

7. The Blackboard Treasure Hunt is worth a maximum of additional 6% of the module marks.
8. At the end of the quest, if you are successful, a new optional quest will be revealed.
Because you have to read and review a fair amount of material, it is unlikely that you will be able to complete the whole of the quest in one lab session
. This is quite deliberate! You are expected to devote some of your private 57 hours of directed study time to completing the assignment, and Blackboard is designed to support such self-paced learning. However, you should attend the timetabled lab session as there will be demonstrator support available.
Assessment and Deadlines

There is 10% of the module marks for EG-168 available for this assessment. Because Blackboard is so important to teaching in the School of Engineering, you will score zero if you fail to start the exercise by the end of week 5 (5.00 pm Friday 3rd November). After the lecture, copy of this document will be available on the EG-168 Course Site under Assignments.
